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2011-2012 Season

Players Eligible: All students, boys and girls, in grades 2 through 12 attending either the Pine-
Richland High School, Middle School, Elementary Schools or Home Schooled. Students in grades
2 through 8, living in the PR school district, who attend a private or parochial school are also
eligible.

Pre-Season Games: Seeding Tournaments will be held two weekends in September (4 Games
each weekend).

2011-2012 Season: Regular season games begin in October generally playing one game per
weekend. 16 games/team will be played between Oct'll and Feb'12. All games will be on a
Saturday or Sunday. Playoffs will begin sometime in Feb 2012

Game Locations: Games will be played at The Bladerunners rink in Harmarville. The Bridgeville
Rollerplex in Bridgeville. The Hot Shots rink in New Stanton. Family Sports Center in Butler,and
The Island Sports Center on Neville Island.

Practices: Practices will be held once a week corresponding with the start of the 2011 school
year.

Equipment: All players must wear a Hec-certified helmet (with cage), a mouth piece, elbow pads,
hockey gloves, shin pads and in-door roller blades/skates (no brakes and no street skates). A
girdle with cup is recommended for all players as well as a neck guard for elementary players. In
addition players are required to have solid black Inline Hockey pants for games. PR game jerseys
will be ordered for players grades 2-12 requiring a jersey at tryouts.

Insurance: All players must register with AAU Insurance, via the internet. Register on the site
www.aausports.org. Cost is $12.00 and you should print your receipt and card. This should be
done after August 31°% but prior to the first scheduled practice. Please e-mail cards to Registrar @

Physicals: All players must complete the Pine-Richland medical forms which can be found on the
Pine-Richland School District website. Physicals must be completed no earlier than June 1° and
no later than August 4". Physicals will be offered by the PRSD for players in grades 7-12
sometime in June .Check the school district website for dates & pre-registration information.
Physicals may also be completed by your family physician for grades 7-12 and will have to be for
grades 2-6. Physicals completed by a private physician will need to be turned into the PRIHA prior
to the first practice.

Player Fees: Fee to be determined after registration and based on team size and facility use
costs.

*Player fees will be collected as follows: $25 administrative fee & $175 commitment fee due at
Tryouts (please make out 2 separate checks). $150 due by Sept. 1%, $150 due by Oct 1% and the
balance due by Nov. 1, 2011.

Jersey Fees: For those players requiring new jerseys will be collected at tryouts and will be held
till player accepts position. ( 7 days after teams are posted)

Goalie Fees: Goaltenders receive a 50% discount to help subsidize their equipment costs.PRIHA
does own some goalie equipment that can be allocated to players in need of goalie equipment. A
separate Goalie meeting with players & parents will be held after teams are determined to discuss
equipment needs.

Fundraising: Various fundraising activities may be offered to assist with player fees.
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
