A few important notes…
1.       When registering, the Password and USA Hockey Code are: PR Inline Hockey
2.       Please print out the Patient Demographic Form and Consent Form, and bring them the day of the test.
3.       When asked for payment, you may enter a credit or debit card.
Parents, we encourage you to attend with your athlete, as there is a 15 minute education session on Concussive Injuries prior to the test. 
All athletes who are 10 years old MUST have a parent/guardian attend. Parents will be present during the test to answer any questions and clarify instructions. 
All athletes who are 11 years and older may attend on their own, but they MUST have a consent form signed by a parent/guardian or they will not be allowed to participate.
We recommend between the ages of 6 – 12 to take a baseline each year.  For ages 13 and up, the baseline is to be taken every other year.  This is due to how fast the brain develops in the first 12 years of life.
Should one of the participants sustain a concussion, be evaluated for a potential concussion, or have a head injury within 30 days of testing, a post-injury evaluation appointment may be made with one of our specialists. These appointments are treated as regular office visits and subject to patient’s insurance coverage.  If there are any questions or concerns regarding insurance coverage go to http://findadoc.upmc.com/FindADocSearch.aspx and search Michael Collins, Jamie Pardini, Vanessa Fazio, Eric Johnson.  Also, we recommend that you call the number for member services on the back of your insurance card.
The baseline will be used as part of the evaluation process to compare pre and post injury results.
